The Buildings Department launched Stages 1 and 2 of the Electronic
Submission Hub (ESH) in June 2022 and March 2023 respectively to
provide a one-stop e-platform, operating 24x7, for receiving and
processing building plans, documents and applications submitted
under the Buildings Ordinance (Cap. 123).

ESH signifies a digital transformation for the local building industry in
respect of how building plans are submitted and processed over the
conventional, paper-based mode of operation. It does more than simply
providing an e-option for plans submission. With a wide range of value-
added features, ESH helps streamline and enhance the efficiency and =
collaboration of the end-to-end plans submission and handling

process, such as:

Formation of project team with collaborative space and useful
reference to prepare submissions

Concurrent plan processing by different departments/ organisations
under the centralised processing system (CPS) upon submission

Real-time exchange between individual department/organisation
and building professionals via a discussion forum

Application progress tracking

Notification and instant receipt of approval letters and approved
building plans

Submissions

Conventionally, any person in private sector
who intends to carry out building works under the
BO s required to appoint RBP to prepare and submit
building plans and documents in paper format for
the approval of the Building Authority (BA). BD is
the central clearing house to process all building
plan submissions received from RBP through CPS.
If necessary, BD will refer hard copies of building
plans and documents to relevant departments and
organisations (L.e. CPS participants ) for comments.
